I am pleased to announce that Paige Ware, professor and Associate Dean of 

Academic Affairs in the Simmons School of Education and Human Development, 

will join the Provost’s Office team on Monday, July 13, in the newly-titled role of 

Associate Provost for Faculty Success.

Dr. Ware will participate in annual program reviews, 

strategic plan updates, promoting research and grant writing, organizing regular 

meetings with the Associate Deans, and developing faculty workload and post-

tenure faculty success policies. She will attend all Faculty Senate meetings, 

especially when I am unable to attend. 

 

In anticipation of her new role, Dr. Ware said, “I look forward to supporting 

Provost Loboa and her office in our collective commitment at SMU to sustain and 

strengthen the excellence that our faculty demonstrates across the domains of 

research, teaching, service, and innovation.”
